AMENDED SCHEDULING ORDER – 

MOTION FOR COMMISSION 
REIMBURSEMENT 

  
 

The above entitled matter came on before the Court on March 26, 2020 by telephone 

conference.  The second Special Administrator, Peter Gleekel, appeared on behalf of the Estate.  

John J. Rosenberg appeared on behalf of Charles Koppelman and CAK Entertainment, Inc.  Alan 

I. Silver appeared on behalf of L. Londell McMillan and NorthStar Enterprises Worldwide, Inc.  

L. Londell McMillian appeared personally.  The purpose for the phone conference was to clarify 

the purpose of the evidentiary hearing set for April 28, 2020 and April 30, 2020, to determine 

whether that hearing should be continued or stricken from the calendar, and to address preliminary 

matters before a final hearing on the motion.  The parties all subsequently submitted letter 

memoranda regarding the various issues.  The parties all stipulated to strike the preliminary 

evidentiary hearing scheduled for the end of April, to schedule the motion for a final hearing, and 

to establish a scheduling order.  The Court thereafter issued a scheduling order, which the parties 

have since agreed may be amended. 

Now therefore, the Court makes the following: 

 
ORDER 

 
1. The Motion brought by the Second Special Administrator shall be scheduled for a final 

evidentiary hearing commencing on October 13, 14, & 15, 2020.  Additional time may be added 

if necessary.   

2. All additional subpoenas, document requests and deposition notices shall be served May 

8, 2020.  
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3. Any objections to or motions addressing subpoenas, document requests and deposition 

notices shall be filed by May 22, 2020. 

4. Responses to any objections/motions concerning discovery shall be filed by June 5, 2020. 

5. Reply memoranda addressing any discovery related motions shall be filed by June 12, 

2020. 

6. Fact discovery shall close September 10, 2020. 

7. Designation of expert witnesses with summary of expected opinions (not to exceed five 

pages double spaced) shall be exchanged by September 18, 2020. 

8. Designation of rebuttal experts with summary opinions (not to exceed five pages double 

spaced) shall be exchanged by September 30, 2020. 

9. Witness and exhibit lists and any other pretrial submissions shall be exchanged and filed 

with the Court by October 2, 2020.  

10. Post-trial submissions, including proposed Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law shall 

be filed with the Court by November 10, 2020.
