This program is open to interpreters who are currently in high demand in the Minnesota Courts based on their specific language ability. (See the list below) This 2-day program provides an introduction to court interpreting by studying the Minnesota Judicial System and legal terms, practicing interpreting techniques, analyzing the role of interpreters in the court system and a detailed ethics discussion. 

A 25-question multiple choice test in English will be given based on the Code of Professional Responsibility for Interpreters in the State Court System, also known as the Code of Ethics.  A passing score on the Ethics test is needed to be eligible for inclusion on the statewide roster.  The Code of Professional Responsibility for Court Interpreters is included in the confirmation sent to registrants and is also available to download online at www.mncourts.gov/interpreters.  
You must participate in the entire 2-days of this training – no exceptions!

*You may want to bring your own lunch and beverage. The cafeteria is not open.*

	STATEWIDE ROSTER REQUIREMENTS

Interpreters who complete the requirements listed below are eligible to work for the state courts, and may be listed on the Statewide Roster of Court Interpreters available to court administrators throughout Minnesota and on the Internet.  If you have any questions regarding requirements to interpret in the state court system, feel free to contact the Minnesota Court Interpreter Program at (651) 297-5300.  To be eligible to work in the state court system, all interpreters must:

1.
Receive a passing score on the Ethics Test based upon the Code of Professional Responsibility for Interpreters in the State Court System.

2. Complete the Orientation Program, including filing a notarized affidavit agreeing to be bound by the Code of Professional Responsibility.

3. Demonstrate proficiency in English and in a language other than English, for which you interpret.


REGISTRATION FEE

To register, complete the registration form and mail it with the non-refundable, non-transferable registration fee to the Court Interpreter Program.  The full registration fee for the 2-day class and test is $75.00. Register by August 11th and pay the discounted rate of $50.  Payment must accompany registration to get the discount.

REGISTRATION DEADLINE

Because space is limited, registration with fee must be received in our office no later than Monday, August 18th, 2014. If more applications are received than space is available, priority is given to Minnesota residents, interpreters of languages most urgently needed in court, and residents of greater Minnesota. 

CONFIRMATION

Once applications are accepted, participants will receive email confirmation with directions to the William Mitchell College in St. Paul
The registration fee is non-refundable and non-transferable; it cannot be applied to future Court Interpreter Programs.  However the registration fee will be returned to any applicant not accepted due to space limitations or cancellation of program.
