	Complaints and petitions that have been initially rejected for lack of probable cause will require special highlighting (when re-submitted) to identify changes that have been made.

	Rationale

	Identifying where changes have been made will expedite the determination of probable cause upon re-submission and limit the practice of judge shopping.

	Business Intention(s)

	1.  Improve overall quality of justice and public safety

2.  Enhance judicial decision making and public safety by providing adequate & timely info
