	Description of Process Change

	This UCP is intended to discontinue an administrative practice observed in some court locations.   Today, some Court Administrators set system reminders to highlight when satisfaction notices are due from supervising agencies.  Additionally, some Court Administrators send written reminders to those agencies to file satisfaction notices.  

Court Administration will no longer set system reminders to notify other agencies of items that they are responsible for monitoring.  This UCP does not apply to situations where a defendant is placed on probation to the Court, as Court Administration is responsible for monitoring compliance of sentence conditions for these cases. 

	Rationale

	These administrative practices are time consuming and inconsistently applied. Court Administration assumes unnecessary responsibility for the duties of the supervising agencies in monitoring their work and sending reminder notices.  

	Business Intention(s)

	1. Improve effectiveness and efficiency of case flow management

2. Improve management and administration of the courts (i.e. records mgmt, appropriate access to documents & reduce time searching for documents)

	Impact Within Judicial Branch

	The impact of implementing this UCP would be that Court Administrators observing these practices today would be relieved of these tasks.  

	Impact On Other Agencies

	Supervising agencies will need to reduce their dependency on Court Administration for notification of approaching deadlines regarding satisfaction of conditions of sentence. 

	Implementation Plan

	This practice could be implemented prior to the statewide implementation of the new court case management system. 
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
