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ADMINISTRATIVE POLICY 12

FACSIMILE TRANSACTION FEES
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The Eighth Judicial District Judges on September 5, 1997 reviewed Administrative
Policy 12 relating to the charging of fees for facsimile transactions in the Eighth
Judicial District. The policy is revised to reflect the following:

1.  No fees for facsimile transactions shall be charged to parties
represented by public defenders or parties in actions allowed to
proceed in forma pauperis.

2. As provided by Rule 5.05 of the Minnesota Rules of Civil Procedure,
a five dollar ($5.00) fee shall be charged for receiving a facsimile
transmitted filing with the exceptions noted in 1. above.

3. Public fees for facsimile transactions are

a. Transmitting Documents:
$5.00 for 1-9 pages
$10.00 for 10 or more pages

b.  Receiving Documents:
$5.00 per transmission
