Conciliation Crurt is not a collection agency and cannot assist you in locating assets. You 
can, howcvcr, try EO col!ec~ the judgment yourself if it has IBX been paid w-ilhin the required 
iO-day period and if the other party has not filed an appeal. The ~oliowillg information may 

Ip you in collecting the amount of the judgment: 
Determine the person’s or cornpan) r’s assets. The most common assets that can bc levied 
upon are bank accotjnts and wages. (.L~v~~ is an action by the sheriff to collect money 
granted to you by rhc court.) You must be able to provide dctaiied informa~io~~ regarding 
the assets before the sheriff can make a levy. 
Once you locate assets to levy upon, obtain a record of your case ~~~~f~.s~~~~~~ ~~~z~~~~~~r) 
from the ~~~Il~ii~ation Court Office. 
File the transcript with the Clerk of County Court. The court wili then iss~ an t~xetution 
which is a legal paper i~~~~~o~~~ing the Sheriff’s ~e~artrne~t to levy on the person’s assets. 
The total fees for the execution process will be added to the jt~dgm~~lt you arc attempting 
to collect. 
The judgment is good for IO years and may he renewed for another 10 years. If a person 
has been dcdarcd bankrupt, the debt may be discharged,-and you cannot collect. if the 
party is declared bankrupt following a judg~~~~t~ you may receive part of your payment if 
assets are divided among the party’s creditors. 

t the trial, and who has good reason for not having been 
present, may apply to the Clerk, not later than the dare and time i~~di~al.~d in the Notice 
of Judgment, for permission of the Court to re-open the case for another trial. If the 
Court grants another trial, the Judge may rcquirc ~~~~~~en~ of costs to the other party, ab- 
solut,e or ~onditior~a~, not to exceed $Z.W. 
Any party who believes this Judgmerzr to be incorrect may appeal to the Couney Court for 
a completely new trial, by a different judge, or by a jury if desired.
